Lesson Goal(s) / Standards:  Standard:  Accessing information
 

Lesson Objectives:  To learn how to access Health information from using their Cell Phones.

Materials Needed: Students will need the assignment sheet, a cell phone for each pair of students, and a laptop for each pair of students, and a writing utensil.
 

Contextual Factors/ Learner Characteristics:
Students will be broken into partners, one will use the cell phone, the other will use the laptop.  The students will be asked to “alternate”, so that one student is not always using the phone, and one student is always using the laptop.
A.  The Lesson 
 

1. Introduction (include time allotment)   10 minutes
· getting attention – today we will be using our cell phones to access current health information.  Allow students time to go to their lockers to get cell phones and bring to class.
· relating to past experience and/or knowledge – call attention to the fact that “Accessing Information” is one of the six Major Goals of Health Education
· creating a need to know – Using cellular phones can be a positive way to find out information that can be important to your health.  For instance, how many calories are in that Big Mac?  What are the symptoms of Rabies?  We can use Google SMS to help us find the answers.
· sharing objective, in general terms- Students will work together in partners, one on a phone and one on a laptop, and complete the assignment sheet writing in your search results from both the phone and a search engine on the computer.
 

2. Content Delivery (include time allotment & instructional methodologies)   40 minutes
The class will need to be broken into partners which is teacher led.  Each set of partners will be given a laptop from the cart.  Each group will be given an assignment sheet to fill out, with the answers they have found from Google SMS, and various search engines.
The students will then work on their own, in partners to complete the search assignment.
    

3. Closure (include time allotment)  10 minutes
-Class Discussion – Teacher led class discussion on how cellular phones can be used not only for communicating with friends and family, but also to find valuable information.
B. Assessments Used
-Students will all turn in their assignment sheets, with the results that they and their partner got from both the phone and the computer.  Students will also be given a participation grade, for staying on task, not using their cell phones to communicate with each other inappropriately during the lesson.
 

C. Differentiated Instruction  
Students without cell phones, or with cell phones without texting capabilities will be paired with a student who has this capability.  The students will be asked to “share time” on both the phone, and the laptop, so that each student will get the experience of using both technologies.
